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The following outlines the steps which should be followed when arranging a student placement (UK

and overseas).

For overseas placements, the University’s Overseas Travel Policy also applies. In addition, a specific
risk assessment may be required for both the placement activity and the overseas travel/stay.

A number of example overseas placement risk assessments, including a wealth of overseas travel
information and fieldwork guidance (which may need to be considered for some activities) is available
on the Health and Safety Website.

Finding the Placement / Making Contact

Research the Host organization (Placement Provider) — seek the
previous experience of other students if possible

Confirm the Host can:
o0 Deliver the academic experience required
0 Provide a safe place to learn and work

Contact the Host and agree in principle that they can facilitate the
Placement

Identify a contact person at the Host organization who will:
o Coordinate the Placement during the planning stages
0 Provide / arrange support during the Placement

At this point, confirm the Host can support any protected
characteristics and/or specific welfare requirements
